CIRCLE OF FIFTHS/FOURTHS
DOMINANT 7 CHORDS
AND ARPEGGIOS

The “Circle of Dominant 7th Chords* is the most important exercise of the Blues Workshop.
If you want get further musically, you have to learn this system by heart.

First learn the order of the chords.

Pay attention to fingers that can rest or slide on a string, for instance:

When you change from the C7 chord to the F7 chord, let the ring finger slide

from the 7th to the 8th fret.

Or, when you change from the F7 chord to the Bb7 chord, the middle and the little finger
can move down one fret.

Find out by yourself for all the other chords you play.

Then learn the order of the fingerings.

Be aware of the middle finger as the center of each position.

I deliberately chose the C7 arpeggio with the root in the 8th fret as the starting point.
From here the fingerings develop over 7 positions with the middle finger in the 6th fret
before the system starts again from the B7 arpeggio over 7 positions

with the middle finger in the 5th fret — etc.
